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How I do it -dividing irises: in preparation for next monthõs sale. 

Above is an overcrowded clump of irises that obvi-

ously needs dividing. 

First, I dig out the clump and remove as much of 

the dirt as I can, without causing too much damage. 

(Notice the umbrella stand.) 

This picture shows the growing rhizomes and the 

spent rhizome, the plant that bloomed this spring 

Next, using a clean, sharp knife, I separate the 

growing rhizomes from the spent rhizome. 

Last, I replant 2 of the divided rhizomes and put the 

remainder in a cool dry place until sale. I replant 

Two because they fill out faster. 

This shows all the rhizomes trimmed. I use 

grass trimmers because they are a little longer 

than shears.
