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October 18th: Fall 
meeting with recap 
of AIS convention in 
Austin by Kathy Chil-
ton, election of new 
officers. 
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In Tucson, irises grow over 
the winter months, after go-
ing mostly dormant during 
the hot summer. October is a 
good month to fertilize, so as 
to promote good vigorous 
development of rhi-
zomes.  You can dig in a bal-
anced fertilizer, like Osmo-
cote, between the 
clumps.  Try to get it down 
several inches where it can 
be available to the 

roots.  MiracleGro can be 
used, but wait until it cools 
off, so the higher nitrogen 
won't fuel rot.  MiracleGro 
needs to be applied monthly, 
while granular should last 
until the next regular fertiliz-
ing time, which is February. 
Remove dead & fading 
leaves to encourage new 
growth and increase air cir-
culation.  It is all right to trim 
off dry leaf tips for cosmetic 

reasons, but not necessary.  
  
Water regularly, but let the 
top layer of soil dry out be-
tween watering. 
This is also a good time to 
apply a weed preventer (pre-
emergent) like 
Amaze.  Sprinkle it lightly 
across the iris bed & then 
water it in thoroughly to pre-
vent a winter weed crop.
